Ok we’re looking for images, chemistry, images, usage rights, free to use or share, share, search. Now I know that I’m looking at images, cc licensed and that way, I’m pretty sure that there’ll be something here, that is 

Audience: How did you know that? I’m sorry, Joss

For Google images, you go to “images.google” and then likewise…

Audience: Oh, do the same thing with the advanced search. 

Yeah, with the clicking on the cog, they changed it recently, you used to just have a link next to it, under here, saying advanced search, but know you have to search for advanced search and it’s under the cog.

Audience: How does Google know that the license is..is it just search on domains

Yes, exactly, because when you choose a license, so I choose allow commercial usage, share alike, England and Wales and then click “select a license” and it gives me the code, and I..

Audience: Yes, but it reliant on people using that code really, because  a lot of people will just say “oh yeah, it’s under a creative commons license” and they might put in the text without actually creating a license.
That’s actually, I think that’s quite rare. The way you identify creative commons licensed material is nearly always because someone has put this image and they’ve usually just copied and pasted what they’ve been  given here, because it’s the easiest thing to do. If you’re producing slides, then yes, you can’t embed html in the slides, you would just upload this image, and probably copy this text and provide a link to the creative commons website, so you just..If I was producing slides, rather than copying this HTML I would just copy that. 

Again, just an example. Flickr, one of the biggest image search engines on the web. If you search for say “cats” under the advanced search, you can then filter to only “creative commons licensed content” and you can even filter the type of creative commons license, so if we looked for photos of cats with a CC license, I know that I’m looking at openly licensed pictures of cats. There’s another one, called CC Mixter which is all about music so I know that whatever I find on this web site will be openly licensed music. There’s another one called Freesound which Is less music, and more, If you’re looking for audio clips, environmental noise, kind of experimental kind of short samples and things like that, this is a web site full of openly licensed audio clips. So there’s several ways that you can go about finding creative commons licensed material. And I think I’ll leave it there.
