That’s what you can do under copyright law. Anything else has to be licensed. Anything that you don’t have a right to, or have a defence against doing has to be licensed and there are, firstly there are some commercial licenses and then there are open licenses, web native, creative commons type licenses which we’ll come on to in a minute. Probably covers almost all of the Slideshare licenses. The University pays good money for licenses which allow you to do certain things. The main license we have is the CLA, Copyright licensing agency license, comprehensive license for Higher education. The CLA is a body which acts on behalf of publishers. They are publisher’s agents. They have no obligation to serve the interests of Higher Education at all. They let us pay them for a license to do certain things
Some of you are probably aware that the license allows us to digitise from published works, books, journal articles, conference proceedings and so on and put those digitised items on Blackboard. There are lots and lots of conditions attached. The main condition is that it is only within Blackboard for defined groups of students, so actually in terms of Open Educational Resources it’s no use whatsoever! But I thought I’d chuck it in there. That aspect of the license must be mediated by the library.

That’s not us being awkward, or wanting to keep a job for ourselves that’s what the license says. That CLA license is also the thing that allows you to distribute copies of published works in paper format to your class, so if you’ve ever handed out photocopies of anything in a class. Again, probably Blackboard has reduced the occasions when that happens. The only reason that you can do that is because of the CLA license that we pay for. Again, you don’t have a right in UK Law, in copyright law to make copies of things and give them out to a class. There’s no educational right to copy. You can do that because the University pays the CLA Licence. 

There’s an NLA license which is similar but applies to some newspapers, not all newspapers because News International opted out of it a few years ago and then there’s the ERA plus license which applies to broadcast TV and Radio. Broadcast terrestrial TV and Radio, which has been redefined recently to include anything that’s on Freeview or Freesat, so it includes BBC1, Channel 4, More 4, E4, BBC3, but it doesn’t include Sky 1 or, I don’t know, Discovery Channel. It has to be stuff that’s free to air. There’s a service called BOB which you might have come across, which is a national tool for recording TV and Radio to students. Again this is nothing to do with OERs, but I thought I’d chuck it in there, and there are publisher’s primary licences to reuse material in an educational context. They are horrendously complicated and frankly even the library steers clear of them. I say “even the library” like there’s some kind of licensing gurus but frankly they’re too complicated to be workable in practice. They’re there. They all apply to teaching in a reasonably closed environment. So if you’re thinking about OERs don’t rely on any of these.
